Winner: Teekay Shipping, Team Gemini for their Lockout System

Teekay Shipping, Team Gemini was recognised for their innovation in developing a
safety lockout system specifically suited to the maritime industry. Protection of
employees from machinery and energy hazards had been achieved in the past through
tagging and isolation systems, but without physical lockout as this had been
considered problematic. In response to a near fatality Teekay Team Gemini
developed a new lockout system that utilises colour coded, owner identified locks
replacing the traditional and now outmoded cardboard and string ‘danger tags’.
